Overview: The website development/programming consultant primarily will be
responsible for maintenance and integrating new interactive tools into the existing
AMIGOS website and Online Community. Development consultant will also be available
to provide advice and troubleshooting for other technical questions about the integration
of existing databases, hosting and other concerns. Firm or individual must be able to
complete maintenance and significant website enhancements in a timely manner.

Compensation and Reporting: AMIGOS is open to considering a range of
compensation arrangements, such as: pay for large jobs being on a contract basis; pay
for maintenance work being on an hourly basis; or salaried position or retainers for full
range of tasks. Proposals should delineate the compensation arrangement that would
be most effective for the types of tasks outlined in this job description. Consultant will
work on behalf of the AMIGOS organization, but will report to and communicate directly
with the Director of Marketing and Communication.

Specific Responsibilities

AMIGOS Website
The AMIGOS website (www.amigoslink.org) receives about 16,000 unique visitors
monthly. It has a standard Zope interface.
* Format and post streaming audio and video as needed.
* Provide integration support for Plone, Flash or other design features.
* Troubleshoot problems that arise within existing site setup (Ex: Translation
function errors, design inconsistencies, etc.).
* Advise staff on and oversee desired improvements to the website as efficiently
as possible.



Online Community

The AMIGOS Online Community was created using Community Server 2.1. The
community provides features for posting photos, blogs, participating in discussion
forums and more. Some material (select photo galleries, blogs, etc.) is available for the

public,

while other features are restricted. Those interested in signing up for the Online

Community may gain access to certain features by @etting affiliated.OThrough the
affiliation process, user information is checked against contact information in the main
AMIGOS database (eTapestry). Depending on the usersQevel of involvement (alumni,

friend,

Chapter leader, etc.) the user is granted different levels of access to content.

Features on the Online Community are fairly standard with the exception of those
described below.

Other

Resume Database System
o System that allows alumni to view recruiter profiles and upload their
resumes; and for recruiters to log in and view alumni resumes.
Online Training Center
o System that allows current Volunteers to take online health, safety and
country specific assessments before their summer departure. The
software is connected to the Volunteer database (AVIS) and run by Quiz
XP Software. Data is imported from Volunteer database (AVIS) to verify
current Volunteer status and project area information.
AmigosUsers Updater
o System that allows data from the Volunteer database (AVIS) and the main
AMIGOS database (eTapestry) to be input into the Online Community and
then notifies Amigos staff when user profiles are updated and should be
applied to the main AMIGOS database.

duties

Meet as often as needed with communication team to discuss ongoing projects
or problems that arise.

Write new program code using existing specifications and body of code.
Evaluate simple interrelationships between programs such as whether a
contemplated change in one part of a program would cause unwanted results in
a related part.

Maintain confidentiality with regard to the information being processed, stored or
accessed.

Document programming problems and resolutions for future reference

Create and link databases to the user interface so that information can be
retrieved, stored and processed interactively via the application.
